Some Guidelines for those members wishing to use the   Appendix Register

This is designed for occasional use in upgrading non registered sheep known to be from pure bred sheep and which conform to the Jacob Sheep Society breed standards. I would remind members that our Society byelaws state that unregistered sheep leaving their holding of birth MUST NOT CARRY a single Society ear tag except those going for slaughter.  If members are unsure about using this register they should first contact myself on 01785 284229 or email: jeanblacknell@gmail.com But I would stress that this is not an alternative to buying registered sheep! Please do not initiate your queries with our very busy Secretary as they will then have to forward your queries to myself. 

                          The Procedure for Appendix B Registrations

A Member wishing to apply for registration of unregistered ewes into Appendix B must first consult the Field Officer and supply him/her with the details of the ewes and the ram to be mated with them. Applications must be in writing and include several photographs of each ewe . No fees are required at this stage.

The Field Officer will examine the application and photographs to decide which ewes should be inspected and will discuss these with the applicant. If an inspection is to take place the Member completes a registration form AppB and sends it to the Field Officer together with the total inspection fees payable.

The Field Officer appoints an Official Panel judge as Inspector and forwards acopy of registration form App B and the special tags required for the inspection visit.

Any ewes approved for Foundation Ewe status are tagged on site by the Inspector with he JSSB tags provided by the Field Officer. The Inspector notes the details on the copy of the AppB form and returns it, together with the unused tags , to the Field Officer.

The Field Officer completes the registration form App B with details of the newly approved Foundation Ewes and forwards it together with the total inspection fees to the Secretary.

The Secretary records that the inspection fees have been paid, registers the approved Foundation Ewes and issues the pedigree certificates. Foundation Eweswill appear twice in the Flock Book, first within the owner’s registration listing and secondly within the separate list of Appendix B registrations.

NO RAM LAMBS BORN TO APPENDIX “A” OR “B” EWES WILL BE ELIGIBLE FOR REGISTRATION.

For those of you already involved in using the Appendix Register I would like to clarify a few points:

Form App B    A  mauve form for non – registered ewes seeking approval for 
                        upgrading to the Appendix B level ( Inspection required) Ewes 

                        which are upgraded to Appendix B will be known as ‘Foundation 

                        Ewes’

Form  App A  A pink form for the progeny of Appendix B ewes seeking 

                        upgrading to Appendix A level and for the progeny            

                        of Appendix A ewes seeking upgrading to full

                  
   pedigree status. 

Lambs which are the progeny of either Appendix B or Appendix A ewes and seeking registration must be sired by a registered ram.

 Ram lambs from Appendix B or Appendix A ewes may not be registered. 

Lambs should be registered in the year of birth and before November 30th. Late registrations may be accepted on payment of double fees (see byelaws). Would you please endeavour to complete your registrations as early as possible to avoid a build – up at the end of November which does unfortunately mean that some of you may not receive your registration certificates until the New Year. The Society does receive approximately 2200 registrations each year all of which have to be individually processed so it would be much appreciated if you could register your lambs as early as possible. 

PLEASE NOTE THAT MEMBERS MAY APPLY ONLY ONCE   DURING THEIR MEMBERSHIP FOR INSPECTION OF UNREGISTERED EWES FOR ENTRY INTO THE APPENDIX B REGISTER
