We also hope to have this year’s flock competition judges, Bridget Wilson and Anna Milner, with us to
announce the results of this year’s flock competition and to present the trophies to the winners. And
whilst we’re on the subject of winners, we shall also have the results of the Central Region Young
Handlers competition.

The day will start at the Village Hall at 10:30 with coffee and biscuits with the formal AGM and welcome
at 11:00. This will be followed by a walk around Nutwood Farm which is a ten minute saunter away,
although we will have arrangements in place for those with mobility difficulties or just feeling lazy, to
drive.

During lunch we shall be having a raffle and the rest of the programme will follow. There will be Jaclub
activities available for younger children.

There will be a charge to cover costs of £8 for adults and £2 for children.

Directions to the Burcot Village Hall
From the M5, A491 or A38

From the M5, leave at junction 4 and take the A38 south towards Bromsgrove After about 1 mile you will come to
an island which is M42 junction 1. From here take the B4096 south (3 exit from the island) which is signed for
Burcot which is about 2 miles.

From the M42 - south/west bound (nb. Junction 1 is restricted; there is no exit for north/east bound traffic)

From the M42, southbound, leave at junction 1. From here take the B4096 south (1* exit from the island) which is
signed for Burcot which is about 2 miles.

As you come through the village, the village hall is on the right with a phone box in front of it.
