Northern Region Flock Competition – 2010
 

 

It is planned to hold a flock assessment and competition over the week-end of October 23rd and 24th – and possibly the Friday, Oct 22nd if there are a lot of entries.
The flock assessments are an important part of our charity status in that, although there is a competitive element (awards are given for best large flock, best small flock, best group of ewe lambs etc, etc) it is less about competition these days and more about helping experienced members to look in depth at the quality of their flocks, and giving newer members some guidelines on how to improve their sheep. 
Your breed society recommends an entry fee of £15 as there are costs involved, not least judges’ travelling and accommodation, although it is hoped members who can, will indicate on their entry slip if they can provide a meal or accommodation for judges if required. The judges will be David Tuffney and Richard Chapman.   
When all the entries are in, an appropriate route will be worked out and you will be notified when the judges would like to visit your flock. Please bear in mind if you enter, there is inevitably a tight time schedule and ALL your registered Jacob sheep should be handy for inspection on one site – some will inevitably need to be handled.
Judges are urged to evaluate a flock’s conformity to breed type, its quality and uniformity throughout and the suitability of the ram or rams being used.
